My two boys, 12 & 13, both enjoyed the experience, as I did. We ran out of time and did not leave the 

faire gates until after closing! My fault; we did not arrive until afternoon; lish. We will plan on an earlier 

arrival next year. 

I have made a great effort to visit several Ren Faires throughout No Cal as both boys have been interested 

in both the historical period re-enactments, and the festivities that abound throughout each fair. Each fair 

has offered a little something new while at the same time offering up a unique character of their own. I 

have not found another "Passport" program such as that of Cain's Crossing. I wish all of the fairs offered 

such or similar! 

The boys completed only 7-8 stations; once again, too little time, but enjoyed each one. All of the 

vendors/participating guilds were exceptionally friendly and helpful, eager to share their knowledge! 

Each station was easily recognizable with the marker displayed in plain view; each station offered up an 

interesting tidbit of history, culture not usually found in any textbook - - - great! Living history works 

best, I believe. With that said, and yet keeping it "fun" for the kids, I might suggest more hands on 

activities if vendors permit; example of archery, or craft specialties (chain mail, food prep?) The boys 

enjoyed the hands on activities immensely! Fencing lesson, medicinal herb sachets, chain male "try 

on"....They also enjoyed the stage presentations (Magician....) which generated questions about period 

entertainment, eg; what, who, when, so on. Perhaps a station in the future at one of the stages could 

address recreation and entertainment? 

I am an avid student of history myself and thus delightfully engaged with the boys. I salute you and all 

participants that have made the Passport Program accessible to our kids!
